Monday, November 6th, she will be examined by Dr. William DeCampli, Head Pediatric Cardiac Surgeon at Arnold Palmer Hospital Congenital Heart Institute.  Surgery is scheduled for Thursday, November 9th at 7:30am. Renolia will be in the hospital for 4-5 days post op, then will stay with area Rotarians until she is released to return home to Belize.  During her stay, she will tour the local theme parks and area attractions with local Rotarians as her host.   She and her mother will spend Thanksgiving at the home of  Winter Springs Rotary President Maureen Simmons. 
The surgical team and the facilities at Arnold Palmer Hospital are all being donated by the hospital and the staff thanks to John Bozard, President of Arnold Palmer Childrens Hospital. 
Participating Rotary Clubs throughout District 6980 will contribute $5,000 to the hospital's foundation, as a good will gesture and to show our appreciation.
